Overview 

This session focuses on mastery in the area of ministry. 

Every follower of Jesus is called to ministry, regardless of their profession or vocational 
setting. 

 

Every Believer Is a Minister 

Ministry is not limited to pastors or church leaders. 

Anyone who follows Jesus carries the responsibility of representing Him and serving others 
in His name. 

 

Ministry in Every Sphere of Life 

Most believers will not work full‑time in a church or ministry organization. 

Instead, God places people strategically throughout society to influence different spheres of 
life. 

 

Marketplace Ministry 

Many believers are called to serve God within the marketplace. 

Business, education, government, entertainment, healthcare, and other professions become 
platforms for ministry. 

 

24/7 Ministry Mindset 

Followers of Jesus are ministers at all times, not only during church activities. 

Workplaces, homes, conversations, and daily routines all become opportunities to serve 
others and represent Christ. 

 



The Role of the Local Church 

While ministry happens in many places, the local church remains an essential source of 
spiritual strength and community. 

Healthy believers stay connected to a church family where they receive guidance, 
accountability, and support. 

 

Balancing Church and Marketplace 

Some believers serve primarily in the marketplace, others serve mainly in the church, and 
many serve in both environments. 

Each calling contributes to the overall mission of advancing God's kingdom. 

 

Ministering to People Around You 

Ministry involves caring for people in everyday life. 

This may include sharing the gospel, encouraging others, offering prayer, or helping people 
discover their purpose. 

 

Serving With Honor and Grace 

Even when people reject faith or disagree, believers are called to treat others with honor, 
respect, and compassion. 

Christlike character strengthens the impact of ministry.
